Roger Bobo is one of music world’s truly
legendary figures. He has enjoyed an ex-
tensive career as a performer on tuba, in-
cluding Principal Tuba positions with the
Rochester Philharmonic (1956-1962),
The Royal Concertgebouw Orchestra
(1962-1964) and the Los Angeles Phil-
harmonic (1964-1989). He was the first
person ever to present a tuba recital in
Carnegie Hall and subsequently received
international critical acclaim. During his
tenure in Los Angeles he was a frequent
soloist with the Los Angeles Philhar-
monic and also very active in the Hol-
lywood recording studios, having played
hundreds of film and TV scores. As a
soloist, Bobo has recorded 9 albums
for Crystal Records and in addition,
numerous solo recitals and concerto
appearances throughout the world.

After leaving Los Angeles, Bobo made
his home in Europe from 1989-2005
where he taught at several European
schools including the Fiesole Scuola
di Musica (Italy), the Conservatoire
de Lausanne (Switzerland), the Bern
Hochschule (Switzerland), the Rot-
terdams  Konservatorium  (Nether-
lands) and the Royal Northern College
of Music in Manchester (UK). He is
presently a full time professor at the
Musashino Academia Musicae in Tokyo,

Brass Legend, Virtuoso Soloist,
World Renowned Teacher... These
are just a few catch phrases as-
sociated with Roger Bobo. He is in
demand world wide as a teacher
of all brass instruments, adjudica-
tor at major international com-
petitions, and as a conductor.
Roger Bobo currently resides in Ja-
pan and teaches at the Musashino
School of Music in Tokyo. Prior to
this move to Tokyo he served as
faculty at the Fiesole School of Mu-
sic near Florence, Italy, at the Lau-
sanne Conservatory in Switzerland,
and at the Royal Northern College
of Music in Manchester, England.
Orchestras around the world have
seen Roger Bobo as soloist, con-
ductor and coach for brass sec-
tions preparing major symphonic
repertoire. His students currently
occupy positions in major sym-
phony orchestras and universities
throughout the world, and sev-
eral have gone on to develop suc-
cessful solo careers of their own.
As a conductor, Roger Bobo has a
strong background playing for and
studying the rehearsal and con-
ducting technique of the greatest
conductors in the world. During his
twenty-five years with the Los An-
geles Philharmonic, he had close as-
sociations with Zubin Mehta, Carlo
Maria Giulini and Andre Previn, not
to mention the many world class
guest conductors of the Los Ange-
les Philharmonic. A list of orchestras
that have seen Roger Bobo as solo-
ist, conductor or teacher would fill
volumes. His career has covered as
many continents as it has decades.

STEVENS — VARIATIONS IN OLDEN STYLE

The Variations in Olden Style by Thomas Stevens offers tubists the opportunity of playing music from O G E R O B O
the Baroque period that is not a transcription. Variations in Olden Style, although a relatively new work, has
become a time proven charming and enjoyable work for both performer and listener and has been included as
required repertoire for many international competitions. Hiroki Ishizaka is a graduate of the Toho School of
Music in Tokyo and is one of Japans fine young tubists. Mr. Ishizaka presents us with the rare opportunity of
hearing the same piece with the same player on both Eb and F tubas.

KOETSIER — CONCERTINO

This Concertino is one of the best works in the solo tuba repertoire, it has a wonderful combination of beauty,
charm and virtuosity and Hidehiro Fugita san has the skills to bring those qualities to life.

Hidehiro Fugita is a young professional tubist From Tokyo has played in orchestras and as soloist over Asia; he
is presently the tubist with the Singapore Symphony.

MADSEN — SONATA

The Madsen Sonata for Tuba and Piano by Norwegian composer Trygve Madsen was a birthday gift to me
from a friend in 1980. It is a powerful neoromantic piece with a clear Scandinavian character plus a little
Shostakovich and a little Poulenc.

Akira Nakayama is a graduate of the Musashino Academia Musicae and is now an active and successful
freelancer throughout Japan.

SCHUMANN — ADAGIO AND ALLEGRO

The Schumann Adagio and Allegro, originally for piano and horn is arguably the best work ever written for a
brass instrument and esteemed by all musicians at such a high level it has been transcribed for Cello, violin,
viola, oboe, trumpet, bass trombone and, of course, tuba.

Keisuke Iwasawa represents the very best of young Japanese tubists; he is a graduating student of the Musashi-
no Academia Musicae and an active freelancer in Japan.
